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Two 15” drawer base cabinets


Two 30” wide x 30” high wall cabinets


Dishwasher end panel (or optional substitution is a wall cabinet)


Two 8’ lengths of crown molding 


Optional: Mullion doors for wall cabinets


Optional: Four decorative wall end panels and four decorative base end panels (if the sides are going to be exposed)


Pint of stain





While simple in design, we really liked this idea because it gives you a way to add some functionality and entertainment to your laundry room. With ample work space, and storage space, this design lets you catch your favorite shows while washing and folding laundry. With the optional storage shelf above, you can add some design elements to the room with some nice baskets, or just add another cabinet for closed storage space. The size of the cabinets will really depend upon the amount of space you have so you can easily substitute any of the sizes in our cabinet lines.

My Design Notes





Step 1:	Determine the overall width of the space needed based on the size of the washer and dryer. Take those measurements and mark where the wall cabinets will go, starting from the two outside edges. Install the two 30x30 wall cabinets so that they are level and in-line with the outside edges of your measurements.


Step 2: 	Using the dishwasher end panel, cut it so that it will be 12” in depth (including the trim piece) so that it will be flush with the face frame of the wall cabinets. Using little 1x1 pieces of wood, or scraps from the dishwasher end panel, create little supports that can be secured to the two wall cabinets and the back wall to support the shelf. For extra strength, secure the trim piece of the dishwasher panel to the wall cabinets through the face frame of the cabinets.


Step 3:	Install the base cabinets, lining them up with the outside edge of the wall cabinets.


Step 4:	Taking the crown molding, cut to length to run across the top of the wall cabinets. Be sure to use mitered cuts to ensure a professional look at the edges. 


Step 5:	Touch up with stain if needed. Install the optional mullion doors and decorative end panels to create a custom look.
